BIDDER: 

COLLECTION AND HAULING, AND DISPOSAL OF GARBAGE AND SINGLE 

STREAM RECYLCABLES  

Term of Award:  For Service from January 1, 2012 through December 31, 2012:  

ALTERNATIVE 1 

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Monroe has solicited sealed 

competitive bids for the COLLECTION AND HAULING, AND DISPOSAL 

OF GARBAGE AND SINGLE STREAM RECYCLABLES,  [said bids 

being returnable to the Town Clerk on or by 9:00 AM on November 21, 2011 

and which were publicly opened and read by the Clerk at that time and at a 

work session of the Town Board of the Town of Monroe on that same date]; 

and 

 

 WHEREAS, COTTAGE CARTING, INC. d/b/a Marangi Disposal 

(“Vendor”) duly submitted such a bid at said time and place in the amount of 

the following for Alternative 1: 

 

$1,415,232.00 for year one of the bid (2012); 

$1,421,472 for year two of the bid (2013); 

$1,424,592 for year three of the bid (2014); 

$1,446,432 for year four of the bid (2015); and 

$1,472,016 for year five of the bid (2016); and 

 

WHEREAS, the Town under the bid specifications has the ability to award 

the bid for one or multiple years; and if awarded for one year, to renew the 

bid contract per the terms of the bid for one or more subsequent years 

through not later than the conclusion of calendar year 2016;  and 

 

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Monroe has reviewed the three 

submitted bids and compared the same to the bidding specifications; and has 

found only minor deviations from the bidding specifications, which the Town 

Attorney recommends be waived; and 
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WHEREAS, the lowest bidder was Cottage Carting, Inc. d/b/a Marangi 

Disposal; and 
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WHEREAS, the Town Supervisor has investigated the qualifications of the 

Vendor and found them to be responsible;   

 

WHEREAS, one or more Members of the Town Council have participated in 

an interview with the Vendor to confirm the Supervisor’s findings; and 

 

WHEREAS, Vendor has demonstrated Vendor can address adverse 

situations and service the public and its customers;  and  

 

WHEREAS, the Town Board further finds that any defects in the bid were 

immaterial.  Specifically, the Board finds: 

 

- The error in failing specifically state “Aegis Security Insurance Company” in 

the Consent of Surety in the bid bond is immaterial in that the name of the 

surety is listed on the bond and the Town Attorney advised the Town that 

that would be the entity to make application to, and that in any event, the 

bidder filed a duplicate Consent of Surety with that information filled in;  

 

- That Vendor provided a non-collusive bidding certificate which the Town 

with Vendor’s sealed bid for the bids submitted within the sealed package by 

the Town to the Vendor, and, prior to the award of the bid, provided 

additional such certificates to specify the certificates were for alternative bid 

1 and alternative bid 2; and that in any event, the decision to submit solely 

one form at the submission of the sealed bid is immaterial inasmuch as the 

State law, in the opinion of the Town, does not require separate such forms 

for multiple bids, submitted as part of a single sealed bid package; and that 

further, in any event, the submission of the second and third non-collusive 

certificates further obviated any immaterial deficiency which might have 

existed as a result of the inclusion of two alternate bids;  

 

- That Cottage Carting, Inc. D/B/A Marangi Disposal has the requisite 

experience, equipment, and staffing to implement this one year contract and 

the overall savings of the five year term, which may ultimately be entered 

into by the Town, are significant when compared to the next lowest bidder;  

 

In particular, the Board finds that any errors in the bid were ministerial in 

nature and did not deprive the Town of Monroe of its assurance that the 

contract will be entered into, performed, and guaranteed according to its 

specified requirements, and that the competitive bidding process was not 

effected in that no bidder was placed in a position of advantage over other 

bidders; and that going with the next highest bidder would subject the 

taxpayers of the Town of Monroe’s Garbage and Refuse District to 

thousands of dollars in unnecessarily excessive costs for the first year alone;  
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that pursuant to the General 

Municipal Law, the Town Board of the Town of Monroe hereby determines 

in accordance with the provisions of Article 5-A of the General Municipal 

Law, Vendor is awarded the bid for the collection and hauling, and disposal 
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of garbage and single stream recyclables (also including bulk pickup and 

other item(s) contained in the bid specifications) for Alternative 1 in the bid 

specifications for the period of January 1, 2012 through December 31, 2012,  

and that Vendor shall, in order to be compliant with this award, execute such 

documents and provide such security as is required under the bid documents 

in the time required in the bid documents.
